Bringing into contact: Red wine: On run-off, before malolactic fermentation for better integration of the structure
and aromas or at the beginning of elevage.
Attach the bags at mid-vat level using straps or food-industry ties.
Place staves in a square form using stainless steel rods.

Temperature: Atemperature > 15 °Cis recommended for optimum woody profile.
Advice: Monitor microbial populations.

Control and maintain active free SO, > 0.6 mg/L (check its concentration 2 weeks after
bringing into contact). During elevage with Feelwood staves, regular stirring of the wine is
recommended, by pumping approximately 1/3 of the volume of the vat.
